Tuition Is for thirty minutes, once a
week during the school day. Tuition
is rotated so the same lesson is not
missed over a four week period.

How do | know if | am making
progress? For individual and paired
tuition, you and your tutor will keep a
diary of the work you are doing. Your
tutor will also complete a report on
your progress at least once a year
and, in most cases, we will encour-
age you to enter exams S0 you can
achieve a national qualification in
your instrument.

Do | get a timetable? As updates
sometimes need to be made to time-
tables, individual timetables are not
issued to parents or students. All
timetables are posted in the Music
Department and tutors are asked to
remind students of their subsequent
timeslot at the end of each lesson.

What happens if | need to change

a lesson? Try to avoid changing les-
son times unless absolutely neces-
sary. If unavoidable - but in good

time - you should talk directly to your

tutor as they have a really good un-
derstanding of how their day is or-

ganised. If that is not possible, talk to
the Music Administrator.

What happens if | miss my les-
son? Always come and see us if you
have missed a lesson as soon as pos-
sible. It is polite to let your Tutor
know and - perhaps- sometimes pos-

and producing all the timetables and
for making sure that, if tutors need to
re-arrange their teaching days, she is
able to fit it all in. She also keeps track
of attendance at lessons and chases up
anybody who misses three lessons in
any one term! She is really helpful if
you need to know where to hire an
instrument or where you can join other
people who are also learning a similar
instrument to you. She is also the per-
son to see if you want an instrumental
application form. She and Miss Slack in
Student Services make sure that in-
voices are sent out and paid for and
will be able to advise you if you need
any extra support.

How do instrumental lessons link
with the Music College?  Some les-
sons are subsidised by the Music Col-
lege and we are also responsible for
entering you for exams. We make sure
the tutors are doing a good job by ob-
serving them teach and we talk to
them regularly so that what you are
learning in your instrumental lessons
can link in with what you are learning
in the classroom. This is particularly
useful if you are doing GCSE or A
Level as we can work with your tutor to
make sure you are meeting all the cri-
teria for the exam board.
